HB 3851 passed by the 80" Texas
Legislature requires the Texas
Higher Education Coordinating Board
(THECB) to create a standard method
of determining high school student

grade point averages (GPA) for

admission to a Texas public
university.




Clarifications by
Texas Attorney General

Standard GPA must be used by
school districts for the purposes of
public university admissions.

THECB has the latitude to implement
IN a manner that does not
retroactively impact students already
In high school.




Implementation Date

No sooner than with the incoming high school
freshman class of 20009.

Current high school students (9-12t grade) will
not be affected by the implementation.
